BETWEEN

UNIVERSITI MALAYSIA PERLIS (hereinafter referred to as “UniMAP”"), an institution
of higher learning and a body incorporated in Malaysia under the Universiti Malaysia
Perlis (Incorporation) Order 2007 [P.U.(A) 23/2007] and under the Universities and
University Colleges Act 1971 [Act 30], whose address is at Kampus Alam UniMAP
Pauh Putra, 02600 Arau, Perlis, Malaysia and shall include its lawful representatives
and permitted assigns of the first part;

AND

MAEJO UNIVERSITY (hereinafter referred to as “NMJU"), a public university
established in Thailand under the Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research
and Innovation, whose address is at 63 Moo 4 Sansai-Phrao Road, Nongharn Sub-
district, Sansai District, Chiang Mai 50290, Thailand and shall include its lawful
representatives and permitted assigns of the second part.

(UniMAP and MJU hereinafter referred to singularly as “the Party” and collectively as
“the Parties”)

WHEREAS

A. UniMAP is an established University which strives to enhance and
strengthen its educational excellence has taken various initiatives to
complement its educational excellence and has entered into various
collaborative arrangements with' other parties to enhance academic and
research collaboration.

B. MJU is a public university established in 1934 by the Ministry of Education,
Thailand as a school for agricultural education. It has since evolved into a
comprehensive university. MJU has changed its status once again from a

state university to an autonomous university according to the Maejo
University Act 2017.

C. The Parties are desirous of entering into this Memorandum of
Understanding to declare their respective intentions and to establish a basis

of co-operation and collaboration between the Parties upon the terms as
contained herein.
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THE PARTIES HAVE REACHED AN UNDERSTANDING as follows:

ARTICLE |
OBJECTIVE
The Parties, subject to the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding and the laws,
rules, regulations, national policies from time to time in force in each Party’s country,
will endeavour to strengthen, promote and develop co-operation between the Parties
on the basis of equality and mutual benefit.
ARTICLE Il

AREAS OF CO-OPERATION

1 Each Party will, subject to the laws, rules, regulations and national policies from
time to time in force, governing the subject matter in their respective countries,
endeavour to take the necessary steps to encourage and promote co-operation
in the following areas:

(@)  Student mobility;

(b)  Staff exchange;

(¢)  Joint research;

(d)  Joint publication; and

(e)  any other areas of co-operation to be mutually agreed upon by the
Parties from time to time.

2. For the purpose of implementing the co-operation in respect of any areas stated
in paragraph 1, the Parties may enter into a legally binding agreement subject
to terms and conditions as mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

ARTICLE I
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS
1. This Memorandum of Understanding will not give rise to any financial obligation
by one Party to other.
2 Each Party will bear its own cost and expenses in relation to this Memorandum

of Understanding.
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ARTICLE IV
EFFECT OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding serves only as a record of the Parties’ intentions
and does not constitute or create, and is not intended to constitute or create,
obligations under domestic law or international law and will not give rise to any legal
process and will not be deemed to constitute or create any legally binding or
enforceable obligations, express or implied.

ARTICLE V

NO AGENCY

Nothing contained herein is to be construed so as to constitute a joint venture
partnership or formal business organization of any kind between the Parties or so to
constitute either Party as the agent of the other.

ARTICLE VI

ENTRY INTO EFFECT AND DURATION

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the date of signing
and will remain in effect for a period of five (5) years.

2. This Memorandum of Understanding may be extended for a further period as
may be agreed in writing by the Parties.

ARTICLE VI

NOTICES

Any communication under this Memorandum of Understanding will be in writing in the
English language and delivered by registered mail to the address or sent to the

The “"Department of Mathematics, Faculty of Sciences, Maejo
University", a department which handles the Bachelor of Science Program
in Mathematics under the Faculty of Sciences of Maejo University, with
official address at 63 Village No. 4 Nonghan Sub-district, San Sai District,
Chiang Mai Province 50290, Thailand, represented by its Department Chair,
ASSISTANT PROFESSOR YAOWALUCK KHONGTHAM.

The Department of Mathematics, College of Arts and Sciences, Pampanga State
Agricultural University and Department of Mathematics, Faculty of Sciences, Maejo
University, recognizing the benefits to their respective parties from the establishment of
links, conclude this Memorandum of Agreement, to wit:

I.  PURPOSE

A. The broad objective of this Memorandum of Agreement is to promote joint
researches between the parties involved as research partners.

B. Upon the mutual consent of the parties, including the relevant research fields within
the universities, subject to the availability of funds, collaboration may be carried
out in, but not necessarily limited to, the following activities:

¢ Collaborative Researches and Publications

Joint Organization of Conferences, Symposia, and Research Seminars

Faculty, Staff and Student Exchange Program

Participation in Academic Meetings, Trainings, Seminars

Exchange of Academic Materials and Information on Instruction and

Production

Memorandum of Agreement
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e Any Further Collaborations for the Mutual Benefits for Both Institutions.

C. Addenda to this document may identify specific project, which will be undertaken
within this overall Memorandum of Agreement, and the details of their
management.

D. The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement is to outline a framework between
the two parties, designed to promote joint research at both institutions. The parties
do not intend to be legally bound to each other, and this Memorandum of
Agreement does not impose legal obligations on either party.

Il. DURATION

A. This Memorandum of Agreement is valid for a period of five (5) years from the date
of signing by the representatives of both parties. This will be effective upon
signature by each Department Chairs (or an expressly designated delegate) for
possible renewal for another five-year period.

B. Addenda to this document are an indispensable part of this Memorandum of
Agreement. The memorandum shall be written in English; addenda not made in
English have the same validity.

C. This Memorandum of Agreement is in quadruplicate, both parties shall hold two
original copies.

D. In the event of any unforeseen incident during collaborative activities in their

respective localities, both parties agree to negotiate a mutually acceptable
solution.

E. Should any disagreement arise out of the application, interpretation, or
implementation of this Memorandum of Agreement, the parties shall endeavour to
exercise best efforts to negotiate their differences.

F. This Memorandum of Agreement may, at any time during its period of validity, be
terminated by one of the parties, upon prior notice to the other in writing not later
than six (6) months before the termination date.

G. Both parties acknowledge that confidential information may be acquired during the
existence of this Memorandum of Agreement. Thus, neither party shall, without the
written consent of the other, disclose any nor all parts of the confidential
information acquired by the parties to any person, including any third party or
employee of the parties, unless such persons are required to have knowledge to
such confidential information.
